- the kid has great upside and tremendous athletic ability. He has gone somewhat unnoticed because he attends 

unheralded Evergreen Park High School and ŘƛŘƴΩǘ suit up for a highly touted AAU team.  

Robert Robinson ς Rich East рΩмл {Ǌ. - 8.8 PPG / Robinson is a pass first guard. He has a 22 on the ACT. Robinson is 

a class act kid that could be a program builder for any Division III institution.  

Dominic Jackson ς Marian Catholic 5Ω10 Sr. ς 11.1 PPG / Jackson could be a difference maker for many Division III 

programs as a true freshman.
